This will take place at the European Communication Sum-
mit in Brussels on July 10th, 2014.

10th & 11th in Brussels. The Summit is the largest confe-
rence on PR and communication in Europe and annually 

attracts over 600 senior-level communicators for two days 

of peer networking, knowledge sharing and discussions in the 

field of communications. The Summit is hosted by the Eu-

ropean Association of Communication Directors (EACD), the 

leading network for senior in-house communication professio-

nals in Europe, and by Communication Director magazine.

WHAT IS THE YOUNG 

COMMUNICATORS AWARD?

The EACD aims to support young PR and communications 

professionals all over Europe by recognising outstanding 

communications projects that implement innovative ideas 

and thus actively contribute to shaping the future of the com-

munications profession. 

        

A judging panel will carefully evaluate all submitted projects 

and vote for a shortlist. The top three candidates will be invi-

ted to attend the European Communication Summit free of 

charge and will receive reimbursement for travel expenses. 

At the Summit, the nominees will present their projects in 

front of an experienced audience of senior in-house commu-

nicators who will vote for the winner.

        

The winner will be honoured with the prestigious Young 
Communicators Award during the gala celebrations of 
the European Communication Award. The winning pro-
ject will be featured in the EACD’s partner magazine, 
Communication Director (www.communication-director.
eu), to which the winner will also receive a free annual 
subscription.
